OUT OF SCHOOL CARE ESCORT – JOB DESCRIPTION

To work under the direction of the Centre Co-ordinator or person in charge in relation to which children should be escorted on a daily basis.

To take children from the Centre into the school at the start of school session 

To collect children from school at the end of the school session and take them into the Centre.

To ensure the safety of the children during the journey between the School and the Out of School Care Centre.

To ensure the safe hand over of children to a staff team member each day.

To liase with Centre staff regarding variations to the daily collection routine.

To work within the Centres procedures for escorts and comply with requirements in this respect. 

To work within the Policies of WPPA which have been adopted by the Centre and are available in the staff area.

To ensure children are taken straight to the Centre on a daily basis and that this journey is along an agreed route.
